Neighborhood Protection 
· The Inner Loop will take most of the through-traffic away from the Hampton/Darst/Jerome Park neighborhood area. 
· The Falling Run Connector will help remove through-traffic from Stewart Street/Wiles Hill and Highland Park as well as College Ave./Price Street Hill neighborhood area. 
· The Beechurst Ave. improvements will permit the use of Transit Bus service as well as improved sidewalks and crosswalks for pedestrians and better road space for bicyclists. An improved Beechurst will provide more accessibility to downtown for Suncrest, Evansdale and Star City and better accessibility to Evansdale jobs and services for people in First Ward, Second Ward and Westover.

Air Quality  

Implementing the 18 projects – even with the increase traffic from a growing population - will mean saving 25,289 miles for area vehicles daily. At 20 miles to a gallon for “stop and go” travel as well as “idling”, this will represent a collective saving of 1,264 gallons of fuel daily. 
This 1,264 gallons of fuel saved represents approximately 25,280 pounds (12.6 tons) of CO2 being released daily into the atmosphere. The 12.6 ton reduction for 250 working days per year represents an annual savings of 4,599 tons annually. 

Reduction of Fuel Expense

At the rate of $3 per gallon, the collective savings from the daily reduction of 1,264 gallons would be $3,792 daily. The annualized collective savings in 250 working days per year would be $948,000. 
Time Savings

Collectively travelers would generate a daily savings of 1,399 hours for investment in work, personal and family life and/or community activity and citizenship. The minimum wage savings of $7.00 per hour would total $9,793 daily (annualized for 250 working days: $2,448,250). For the Bureau of Labor average wage of $15.88 it would be $22,216 saved daily (annualized for 250 working days: $5,554,030.)
Economic and Community Development

The increased mobility, accessibility and aesthetics in the public areas of the community will attract/promote investment, construction, commercial, housing and industrial related employment. The improved air quality will help address global warming and reduce susceptibility to health problems such as asthma. Roads are the public backbone of a community and its surrounding area. An improved backbone means a stronger structure for the future.
