Membership:  The members of the Bicycle Board shall be appointed by the Traffic Commission and have an interest and experience in cycling as well as the ability to attend no less than four meeting per year. The membership of the Bicycle Board shall include 

· ten representatives from the City, 

· five appointees from the Greater Morgantown area, 

· one member from the Youth Commission and 

· a representative designated by the WVU Cycling Club.   

One or more members shall be appointed members of the Traffic Commission. Bicycle Board members shall serve three year terms without compensation. Representatives of the Board of Park and Recreation Commissioners, the Transit Authority and other city departments or commissions may be invited to serve as ex-officio voting members.  
ex officio: 'from the office'.  By virtue of office or position; 'by right of office'. Often used when someone holds one position by virtue of holding another. e.g. the Vice President serves ex officio as president of the Senate. A common misconception is that ex officio members of a committee or congress may not vote, but this is not guaranteed by that title.
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
